The Jericho Road Project (JRP) is a Christian project working with those at risk of or affected by the sex industry in Nottingham and Nottinghamshire. Established for almost 20 years we have a team of staff led by a Project Manager supported by almost 50 volunteers from a range of churches. Last year we worked with 150 women engaged in or affected by the sex industry both on and off street. 
The Recovery Support Worker is a new post, with initial funding for one year. It offers an exciting opportunity to develop our “Connect for Recovery” programme.  Primarily working with street outreach you will also engage with women working off street and in prison. The role will increase our availability and accessibility for the women we work with. 
The aim is to reduce reoffending, enable women to reduce reliance on drugs/alcohol, develop healthy relationships and to support them to exit the sex industry and gain life and employment skills. 

You will engage directly with individual women, promoting feelings of hope, safety and choice and developing support plans to assist them in identifying and achieving their goals. You will also develop internal cross team connections and develop our external working with other agencies, statutory bodies and the third sector, including churches.
You will also support and help to oversee street outreach and offer continuity of care, becoming the key link between our outreach, prison resettlement and befriending teams, a key point of contact for women.

The role requires an ability to work flexible hours and promote and work within the project’s Christian ethos. 

We are looking for someone who has experience of working with marginalised and excluded women. You must have good understanding of the issues faced by the women we work with, have excellent organisational and interpersonal skills, good IT skills and experience of case working/support planning. You should be proactive, able to motivate others and enjoy working in a team.
